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CONCLUSIONS OF
THE SECOND FOLLOW-UP

‘ Home based education: A higher percentage of those whose
mothers had training attended university, they were more
successful in the vocabulary test and owned credit cards.

Center-based care center: Those who attended an educational
care center had more schooling and had jobs of higher status.
